QUERIES

480-1. Elkanah Davis Austin — Seeking the originals or copies of three letters
referred to on p. 31 in Marshie Austin and Florence Austin’s book A History of
Reverend William Austin and his wife Elizabeth, pub. by Albert M. Austin on 31
October 1940: “We have three letters written by Elkanah to his uncle William in
1840, ’43 and ’53 from Green Valley, Rowan County, North Carolina.”  Also
interested in obtaining the three letters referred to on p. 30 in the same book:
“Three of his letters to his two brothers in Ohio have been preserved.” These are
letters written by H171 Samuel Austin (see Austins of America page 424).

480-2. Thomas Austin was b. in 1800 in Franklin County, Virginia.  He married
in 1827 in Patrick County, Virginia, to Nancy Martin b. circa 1800 in Franklin
County. This family lived in Franklin, Floyd, and finally Russell County, Virginia
in 1850.  Seeking Thomas Austin’s ancestry.

480-3. Drewy Austin b. circa 1755, birthplace unknown, he appears in the 1820
Census for Anson County, North Carolina.  He married Betsey —, b. circa 1774,
they had one known child: Harris b. circa 1805 in North Carolina, he married in
1841 to Emily Wilhoite, b. circa 1816 in North Carolina.  Drewy fought with
John Sevier in the Revolutionary War.  He lived the latter part of his life in
Lincoln County, Tennessee, and died there in October 1831, leaving Betsey a
widow.  Their son Harris Austin was perhaps a courier during the Civil War for
Nathan Bedford Forrest, whose family was from the same area of Tennessee.
Many men from Marshall, Lincoln, and Bedford Counties in Tennessee served
Forrest, however no record of Harris’ service has been found at the Tennessee
archives.  Seeking Drewy’s ancestors and proof of Harris’ Civil War service.

480-4. Charlotte Seeley Austin was born circa 1805, either in Connecticut or in
Vermont.  Her daughter, Lucy Austin, was born circa 1822 in New York.
Charlotte was living in Boone County, Missouri, in 1880 with her daughter and
son-in-law, Lazarus Rothrock, who was born in Mifflin County, Pennsylvania.
He had also lived in White County and Carroll County, Indiana from 1830 until
he moved to Missouri.  I am seeking Charlotte’s husband, the father of Lucy
Austin Rothrock.
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
